Sgt Todd handed out Police bulletin. At the moment the main focus is on vandalism and anti social behaviour. Sgt Todd also told the council that there is to be another Sgt and possibly another 2 probationers coming to the Deeside area along with the 2 probationers that are already here. Some members made comments about the youngsters 'cruising' around the High Street on a Friday and Saturday night, Sgt Todd explained that they are not really commiting any crimes and that the Police have been having a word with them. 

Statistics for the Banchory area were given these also included the Drumoak area, these were very happily accepted, one comment on this was that it was thought that there might be Drugs on the list of statistics, Sgt Todd admitted that this was not an area that he had figures on, but would look into this for the next meeting. 

Later in the meeting Inspector Stuart Ednie entered the meeting to introduce himself and let the council know of what his intentions and targets were for the Deeside area. 

5. Banchory and District Initiative report.

Sue Edwards gave a report. Evelyn Crossan is getting on very well, looking at long term funding, but this is proving to be a bit of a problem, as we are in an area with an apparently well off  postcode.  

There have been lots of questions about Tourist Information. Jean Henretty has been in contact with Visit Scotland to see if there can be anything produced for tourists while Tourist Info office is closed. Visit Scotland Museum is now open at weekend and is reported to be  great. 

St Ternan Fair have landed some sponsors which is great news. At the moment they are looking into how the Town Hall can be used for more long term activities, but there seems to be a problem with the fire alarm system, this seems to be being looked into but no date has been given for this so far. 

Cllr Jill Webster raised the fact that it was great news to hear that Banchory now has 2 planning  gains officers.
