New Programme of Friday afternoon concerts at Banchory Town Hall
A new programme of afternoon concerts is starting in Banchory Town Hall on Friday 5th October with members of the Strathspey and Reel Society taking the stage. The concerts have come about due to requests from residents of Banchory and the surrounding area who are unable to attend evening performances because of lack of transport or they dislike going out in the evenings. 

Banchory & District Initiative is organising the programme following a transport survey which indicated that many Banchory residents could not attend events outside Banchory because they did not have a car. Although transport initiatives are being developed and the bus service has improved, a suitable alternative to travelling was to bring the performers to Banchory town centre and utilise the underused Town Hall.

The concerts will be held on the first Friday of each month between 1.30-3pm. Afternoon tea will be served and doors will remain open for people who want to stay for tea and a chat afterwards.

Public transport is available with the normal Stagecoach services and also the 65 Special Dial a Trip. The 65 Special, which has wheelchair access, must be pre-booked by contacting 013398 87070.

Jean Henretty, the BDI director organising the events said, “I have met many people who want to go to musical events and the cinema but are restricted because they do not have a car or do not like going out at night. The first three concerts will be a mix of different performers from Scottish traditional to classical. Most are local amateur musicians who are prepared to give up their free time to entertain. If the concerts are a success we will be able extend the range of entertainment next year.”
The first afternoon concert on October 5th will have musicians from the Strathspey and Reel Society along with a choir from Banchory Primary School.
