There will also be demonstrations of playground games which will tie in with Banchory Museum and Library’s St Ternan Open Day - Childrens Games and Toys Workshops 

The popular St Ternans Ferret Racing Championship will be taking place again, supervised by Bob England and Karl Revel and, still on a wildlife theme, there will be Falconry Displays by SkyHigh Falconry - the largest travelling display of birds of prey in Scotland.

There will also be a return of the Medieval Camp and the childrens’ medieval battle and knighting ceremony!  See demonstrations of tapestry and weaving, medieval cooking, chain-mail making and woodworking brought to St Ternans Fair by Medieval Realm

The Charities Village will be the place to find out more about local charities, what they do, and who to contact for support or volunteering opportunities. 

The Local Business Showcase aims to show locals and visitors the range and diversity of local produce and services.    

All this activity will give our visitors a good appetite which they can satisfy in the Guide Lodge, host to Good Food in the Park where home made soup, sandwiches and cakes will be sold on behalf of Christian Aid.  Fair Trade products will also be on sale 

The Summit Climbing Wall will be set up for the more adventurous visitors and for a more gentle activity  we will have a  Local Ramble with the Marr Area Ranger  organised by Banchory Paths Association

On Sunday we are holding the St Ternan Feel Good Fair, a great family day out!
