BANCHORY PROMISES TO BE BONNIE THIS SUMMER
Representatives of Banchory & District Initiative’s newly formed ‘Bonnie Banchory’ team have been asking shops and businesses in Banchory whether they would like to help maintain and improve the town’s floral displays this coming summer.  The response has been overwhelmingly positive as all who have been approached think that a more attractive town centre would bring more shoppers and tourists to the village.   One shop owner commented, 'Banchory is the gateway to Royal Deeside and very much benefits from tourism, but it could look much more attractive than it does.  People don't stop in Banchory unless they have been told about the wonderful shops that are here.'  

Many shops and businesses have either agreed to put their own baskets on the walls outside their premises [provided they are permitted to by the owner of their building] and to plant and maintain these baskets, or they have sponsored a tub[s]. The staff have said that they are more than willing to maintain those tubs situated outside their premises.  
One generous owner has donated £250 and said he hoped that others would follow suit.

Banchory Academy Pupils and Primary School pupils and other groups have been asked to be involved in the planting of the hanging baskets and tubs and it is hoped that The Scolty Centre will once again be willing to water the hanging baskets and tubs around the town.
